Dale T. Mortensen blev tildelt Nobelprisen i gkonomi i 2010

Torben M. Andersen, Professor, lic.oecon., Ph.D in econo-
mics at Aarhus University writes about the laureate:

Dale T. Mortensen was awarded the Nobel Prize in
Economics 2010 - jointly with Christopher Pissarides and
Peter Diamond - for their analysis of markets with search
frictions. They have formulated a theoretical framework for
search markets, which has been expanded and in particu-
lar applied to the labour market, but also has relevance in
many other contexts. They have developed models that
help us understand the ways in which unemployment,

job vacancies and wages are affected by regulation and
economic policy.

Dale T. Mortensen holds a professorship at Northwestern
University, Evanston, lllinois, but has been a regular visitor
at the School of Economics and Management, Aarhus
University and since 2006 he has been affiliated to the
School as a Niels Bohr Visiting Professor on a grant from by
the Danish National Research Foundation.
