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These Terms of Reference (ToR) outline all Working Papers to be undertaken by CIEM, ILSSA, DNEAP, INE and DERG in 2011 under the FFU Project. The total term of the FFU project is from January 2009 to July 2012, and 2011 therefore represents the third of three and a half years. The present ToR are written following the second FFU Research Workshop, which was held in Zongoene, Gaza Province, Mozambique in November 2010.
New Working Papers in 2011
During and following the FFU Workshop, a number of topics emerged as interesting areas for further exploration in the context of a Vietnam-Mozambique comparative analysis. Some of these represent a more focused continuation of a 2010 paper, while others are completely new areas as yet un-investigated within the FFU Project. 
The studies outlined below should all be seen as a comparative analysis of Vietnam and Mozambique. Broad ToR are outlined for ten areas, but it is the responsibility of the study teams to define more clearly a detailed structure and focus of their respective study. The ToR below are meant purely as a starting point to give some context and motivation. 

The next FFU Research Workshop is provisionally scheduled for the middle of 2012 (at the end of the project) in Denmark. Nevertheless, the deadline for completion of the studies is November 2011- there are further activities in the first half of 2012. 
1. Poverty Mapping and Targeting 
‘Poverty mapping’ is a way to display information on the spatial distribution of welfare and its determinants. It is also useful to display simultaneously different dimensions of poverty and/or its determinants.
Under the process of decentralization in Mozambique and Vietnam, information at the local level is in ever-increasing  demand- the province/district(/commune in Vietnam) are now increasingly the base of planning and budgeting in the two countries. Ensuing accurate and relevant data at the local level is therefore clearly a critical aim in both countries. This is, however, not always necessarily consistent with the availability of data, thus making a poverty mapping analysis important.

2. Poverty Identification and Definition 
Work conducted in 2009 described the different measures of poverty used in Vietnam and Mozambique, and the some of the impact that the use of different measures has on national poverty statistics. In 2011, this work will be taken further, in order to enable a comparison of poverty between Mozambique and Vietnam.

How is poverty defined in both countries, what are the levels and trends of poverty, what are the characteristics of the poor, what methodologies are used in the measurement of poverty in the two countries, are all questions to be answered. 

Furthermore, the aim is to move from a descriptive to more of an analytical approach. In short, the aim is to evaluate the relevance and applicability of the different poverty measures used in the two countries in order to answer such questions as what is the most appropriate way to define poverty in Vietnam and Mozambique? This will be done in a comparative perspective.

3. Agriculture
Worldwide, poverty is primarily a rural phenomenon; and the large majority of rural households depend on agriculture as their major source of income. The same is true in Vietnam and Mozambique. Improved agricultural productivity is well established as a major force for moving people out of poverty. Comparative work between Vietnam and Mozambique is particularly interesting in this area, and was initiated in 2010 with FFU colleagues analysing the agricultural policies that have been in place in the past, as well as those currently being implemented, and their impacts on the agricultural sector. In short, the teams sought to analyse what lessons can be learnt for Vietnam from Mozambique and vice versa.

Investment in agriculture is clearly very important in both Vietnam and Mozambique for the promotion of the development of the sector. Work in 2011 will thus focus on a comparison of investment policies in agriculture between the two countries. This will include all sources of investment: state-financed, investment from the private sector, and foreign direct investment (FDI).

4. Capital Account Management
Despite recent rapid economic growth, both Vietnam and Mozambique remain vulnerable to global (exogenous) macroeconomic shocks. This was clearly evidenced recently through the transmission of the impacts of the ‘commodity crisis’ of early 2008 and the ‘financial crisis’ of late 2008 and 2009 to the domestic economies of the two countries. The transmissions channels through which these shocks have  impacted on the domestic economy, and the policies that have been used, and could potentially be used in the future, have been analysed under the FFU Project in 2009 and 2010. 
In 2011, attention will turn specifically to an analysis of the capital account in Vietnam and Mozambique. Both countries are significant recipients of capital flows, and effective capital account management is therefore important. Specifically, an overview of the following dimensions will be analysed in 2011:

· The level and nature/composition of capital inflows and outflows;
· Trends in new capital flows and their composition over time and anticipated developments in coming years;

· Challenges in the face of these flows; 

· Capital account management mechanisms;
· Lessons learnt from both countries.

5. Public Financial Management and Resource Allocation

Work in 2010 focused on understanding the channels through which public financial resources in Vietnam and Mozambique flow from the central to subnational (province and district) levels. In addition, work in 2009 under the FFU Project describe in some detail the formal procedures for making these allocations. 
Work in 2011 will now take this further, in order to investigate to what extent real allocations follow the official (objective) criteria, or whether they are also affected by other factors, such as political-economic forces, geography, or ethnicity. For example, it might be interesting to compare data on allocation of resources to data on election results. One could attempt to ascertain whether the government allocates resources preferentially to the most politically contested areas, or alternatively, to its core areas of support.

6. Competitiveness

The competitiveness of a country in the international arena is widely acknowledged to represent a key determinant of its development success. 

This paper will provide a comparative analysis of global competitiveness in Vietnam and Mozambique using a modification of Porter’s (1990) original diamond model of competitiveness. Moon et al (1998) adapt Porter’s diamond model of competitiveness to incorporate multinational activities, developing a ‘generalised double diamond approach’ and generating important findings vis-à-vis competitiveness in Korea and Singapore.

The aim for 2011 will be to apply this methodology to Vietnam and Mozambique in order to understand the countries’ relative competitiveness, the (domestic and international) determinants of this competitiveness and the implications for policy as both countries seek to improve their competitiveness.

10. Natural Environment
Vietnam’s high rates of economic growth in recent years have been associated with rapid industrialization. Such rapid industrialization has brought clear economic benefits, but there are increasing concerns in Vietnam about the effect this is having on the natural environment.
Work in 2011 will focus on the performance of the private sector vis-à-vis the natural environment in Vietnam. This is a relatively new and unexplored area in Vietnam- legislation guiding and enforcing environmental conditions and obligations on enterprises has been introduced only recently, and as such, knowledge of the relevant laws and their corresponding responsibilities remains quite low. Moreover, data collection and analytical research on this topic is currently underdeveloped. 
This study will reflect on the experiences of Vietnam and look to draw lessons for Mozambique as it starts to industrialise and face similar challenges to those currently being experienced in Vietnam.
